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A Stunning Back-to-Back State Win
for Barrington Girls Soccer

ON JUNE 2, 2018, the Barrington Fillies Girls Soccer team entered the Barrington High School record books by becoming the
first athletic team in the school’s 100-plus-year history to win two state championships in any sport—and they did it back-to-
back in 2017 and 2018.

After losing the majority of their starting roster from the 2017 State Championship team, the Fillies were the underdog
going into the playoff season in May. Yet, they kept winning, first knocking off the #1 team in the state and in the country,
St. Charles North, in the super-sectional playoffs. They then faced down perennial powerhouse Naperville North in the state
semi-final to land in the championship game versus New Trier, a re-match of the 2017 game.

After electrifying the crowd and playing to a 1-1 tie in regulation, the Fillies went to overtime and then to penalty kicks. It
was an eerie reminder of the previous year's game, which had also ended in penalty kicks. After several magnificent saves by
both goalies, the teams were still tied after five PKs. They went to a sixth, which Barrington’s keeper Samantha Schmitz saved
against the New Trier attempt, leaving the winning shot for Barrington forward Ashley Prell, who buried it into the net for the
win. It was a heart-stopping and memorable night for all.
